Most of the libraries and
librarians included in the state -wide service are from public, aca-
demic and school libraries. AskColorado is funded through a combination of local
contributions from Colorado libraries and federal funds provided by the Colorado
State Library under the Library Services and Technology Act (LSTA).

AskColorado answers an average of 5000 questions a month. Over 350 library staff
from Colorado libraries share the staffing responsibilities. At any given time, 2 -5
librarians are online. Evening, weekend and specialized Spanish language services
are contracted out to Tutor.com. AskColorado is designed to provide customized
service to fit the needs of each user. Live AskColorado sessions can take 5 minutes or
25 minutes depending on the question, email referral questions generally get a re-
sponse within 48 hrs.

TRIPLL (Teaching Research in Private Law Libraries) conference put on by Lex-

isNexis Library Relations Group this past April in Dallas, Texas.

The theme, "It's a Brave

New World 8 Reengineering Training for Today's Law Firm" neatly summarized the
concerns the sessions addressed: how can we train our library users most effi-

ciently and effectively?

We both came back to Denver energized from one of the best conferences either one
of us had ever attended, and with lots of new ideas and techniques. We want to
share just of few of these with you in this article.

Trends in the Industry
Cindy Spohr, Senior Director of the LexisNexis Library Relations Group, began the
conference by giving us an overview of the legal industry. Some of the important
points with regard to law firm libraries:

A Law firms are being managed more as businesses.They are increasing the num-
ber of C-level positions and filling them with non -lawyers. It is important to re-

member the focus on the bottom line.

A Talent Management (attracting, retaining and motivating high quality lawyers) is
also a focus. Librarians can use their research and training skills to contribute to
the overall program by selling ourselves as a benefit to the attorneys.

A Information overload continues to frustrate legal professionals. We can help by
working with attorneys to deliver information in the format and frequency they

prefer.

Different Learning Styles
Michael Saint Onge presented on the different learning types (auditory, visual, tac-
tile) and generations (veterans, boomers, Gen X, and millennials). Some take-

aways:

A When training, look for clues as to what type of learner (auditory, visual or tactile)
you are working with, and respond with changes in your training style

A Have an agenda for a training session, but let the user change it to suit his/her

needs

A When training over the web, keep checking in with your audience to get their in-

The program attracted a total of 61 registrations.
Most of the evaluations were positive. A summary is
attached. [omitted]

The attached spreadsheet [omitted] provides finan-
cial details of the program. This year, RMSLA co
sponsored the program with COALL, sharing
equally with CoALL in any profits (or losses up to
$1500). This allowed the committee to hire keynote
speakers, rather than using panelists to fill the pro-
gram. The final figures showed a profit of $58.28
for each of the associations. (The figures are not directly comparable from earlier
years to 2008 because this year, for the first time, we made a conscious effort to in-
clude the value of items that were actually donated, such as the facilities.)

The full committee met for breakfast a few days after the program and made notes
of suggestions for improving future programs. A copy of my notes from that meet-
