CoALL held its eighth annual Bridge the Research and Analysis Gap (BRAG) pro-
gram on Wednesday, June 3, 2009. There
attendees heard presentations on the following topics: Tips from a Young Associate;
The Research Assignment: Effective Communication & Smart Research; Bridging
the Gap: Colorado Practice Materials; Casemaker 101; Colorado Legislative History;
Cost Effective Legal Resources; and The Internet Footprint/Social Networking. Pre-
senters included Nicholas Langefels (Davis Graham & Stubbs LLP); Margi Heinen
(Sherman & Howard L.L.C.); Alan Pannell and Alicia Brillion (University of Colo-
rado Law Library); Wanda McDavid (Access/Information); Andrea Hamilton
