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and most don’t consider themselves “little
people.” As a matter of fact, PIC’s article
database was named the “Best New
Current Awareness Service for Law Library
Literature” by Joe Hodnicki’s Law Librarian
Blog’s IMHO Awards (http://lawprofessors.
typepad.com/law_librarian_blog/2007/01/
law_librarian_b.html). So if you've ever
wondered who's cool, subscribe to PIC’s
article database, and you'll be alerted to

every single article someone cool cranks out.

Take Pride in Your Profession
While this article is primarily directed
toward law firm librarians, all law librarians
should be encouraged to publish in non-
law librarian publications. Academic law

librarians usually have an incentive to get
published in the form of promotion, rank,
or tenure and are usually afforded the time
to do so during normal work hours. I
encourage those of you in this position to
follow the lead of the Association of Law
Libraries in Upstate New York (ALLUNY)
and seek publication in places your faculty
peers respect. ALLUNY has compiled an
impressive collection of articles, many of
which are published in law reviews. (PIC
also provides links to chapter Web sites that
promote their own members’ publications.)

While I have yet to hear of a law firm
librarian who has been made a partner for
writing brilliant and insightful articles, this
is no excuse for not contributing to the

forum. In fact, who better to write those
timely articles on new and interesting things
going on in law librarianship?

Regardless of the institution that you
work in, take pride in your profession and
the value you offer to that institution each
and every day. The next time you give
yourself a pat on the back for a job well
done, share your accomplishments with the
local bar by writing an article and do your
part to make sure the lawyers in your neck
of the woods understand what law librarians

do all day.
