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the Past to Assure the Future: The Lure 
of Legal History”; TS-SIS Discussion:
“Conversations Across the Cubicles:
Pioneering Change in the TS-SIS 1978-
2006”; and the SCCLL Centennial
Committee Program: “Making the
Impossible Possible.”   

Perhaps the high point of the Annual
Meeting entertainment was Tuesday night’s
Centennial Variety Show, a standing room-
only event, where those of us returning late
from the ALL-SIS reception found height
was a benefit as we stood on tiptoes to get 
a glimpse of the show. Ten planned acts
provided laughs and cheers from the crowd,
and many attendees commented that a show
such as this should be organized more often.
Even under a four-day format, this type 
of event is not only fun but builds
camaraderie. What a great way to celebrate
100 years!  

Conclusion
Retreating down the long hall of the
America’s Center for the last time, the
deconstruction of the Conference banners
stirred a feeling of melancholy. Another
Meeting was over. But then again, as before,
we each return home with a feeling of
empowerment and possibility—a feeling 
one gets after being surrounded by
motivated, interesting, and energetic
colleagues, celebrating the past with an 
eye on the future.
