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The following “Call Number Scavenger Hunt,” is a gamified library orientation activity designed to help students practice reading and using call numbers in a law library setting. It includes an overview, step‑by‑step activity description, a materials list and detailed sample routes with specific titles, call numbers, floors, and final locations. Instructors use it to guide small groups through customized paths in the stacks, while students learn by physically locating books and spaces. This makes library instruction active, collaborative, and easily adaptable for different class sizes
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
