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Overview
Students work in small groups to complete a scavenger hunt using call numbers as clues. Each group follows a unique path through the library stacks, reinforcing how to read call numbers and navigate physical collections. The activity ends with a hidden final clue, and a small prize is awarded to the first team to finish.

Activity Description
1. Divide students into small groups.
2. Each group receives a starting call number, which leads them to a book on the shelves.
3. Inside that book is a printed slip with the next call number.
4. Groups repeat this process 3–4 times, moving through the library using call numbers only.
5. The final clue directs students to a specific location in the library where they must find a hidden note.
6. Groups bring the final note back to the designated meeting spot to demonstrate completion.
7. Small prizes can be awarded to the winning team.

Materials Needed
· How to Read a Call Number handout
· 3–4 books per group, each with:
· Call numbers confirmed in advance
· Low circulation status (to reduce the chance of missing items)
· Locations double-checked prior to the activity
· Printed clue slips placed inside each book, indicating the next call number or location
· Final clue for each group (e.g., a note taped under a table or behind a sign)
· One distinct final location per group within the library
· Small prizes for the winning team

Planning Tips
· Try to make each group’s route roughly equivalent in length and difficulty.
· Create a master list of:
· All selected books and their floor locations
· All final clue locations and floors
· To balance pathways, we used ChatGPT to generate routes for each group with an even number of floor changes and similar travel distances.
